Say no! to smart sub-meters SMART-METERS








Don’t pay a cent (FOR HYDRO)�just pay your rent








Any agreement with a landlord about smart sub-metering is VOID.





Bills from third parties like Stratacon are UNENFORCEABLE.





If your landlord asks you to a sign a NEW agreement, your landlord must�do an energy audit of your apartment, and provide you with LOTS of information about what they are billing you and why.








If you are not SURE that the agreement will save you money, JUST SAY NO.








The OEB says that arrangements with landlords about sub-metering must be “unwound”. So if you’ve paid money to Stratacon or another third party, you’re in a strong position to REQUEST YOUR MONEY BACK FROM YOUR LANDLORD.
